1. Mandatory "Thousand-Block" Number Pooling  

AT&T supports the use of number pooling in technically feasible situations, 

where competition is likely to occur. AT&T believes that in any competitive or potentially 

competitive market (or rate center), number pooling may provide number conservation 

efficiencies. However, it is also true that number pooling comes at an implementation 

cost and no efficiency is gained if deployed in areas that never realize competition. 

"Thousand-Block" ("1K") Number Pooling relies on the Local Number Portability 

("LNP") database as deployed using the Location Routing Number ("LRN") technology. 
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
